Section 1 – Introduction to your course 
 

This course specification is a formal document, which provides a summary of the main features of your course and the learning outcomes that you might reasonably be expected to achieve 
and demonstrate if you take full advantage of the learning opportunities that are provided.

Your degree course in Project Management provides progressive structures in which you will be able to gain ever-wider knowledge and understanding, and appropriate skills.  The course 
is focussed on the niche area of cyber security which impacts all industries due to the rapid expansion of the digitalisation of business. The course provides students with essential 
knowledge, skills and tools to enter into and build successful project management careers potentially leading to senior management roles across the domain and is hence of particular 
interest to individuals who wish to proceed from individual contributor roles. 
 
While Royal Holloway keeps all the information made available under review, courses and the availability of individual modules, especially optional modules are necessarily subject to 
change at any time, and you are therefore advised to seek confirmation of any factors which might affect your decision to follow a specific course. In turn, Royal Holloway will inform you 
as soon as is practicable of any significant changes which might affect your studies. 
 
The following is a brief description for some of the most important terminology for understanding the content of this document:  
 
Degree course – Also referred to as ‘programme’, this term refers to the qualification you will be awarded upon successful completion of your studies. ‘Courses’ were formerly known as 
‘programmes’ at Royal Holloway. 
Module – This refers to the credits you will study each year to complete your degree course. Postgraduate taught degrees at Royal Holloway comprise 180 credits. On some degree 
courses a certain number of optional modules must be passed for a particular degree title.  ‘Modules’ were formerly known as ‘course units’ at Royal Holloway.

Please note that 

although Royal Holloway will keep changes to a minimum, changes to your degree course may be made where reasonable and necessary due to unexpected events. For example, where 

requirements of relevant Professional, Statutory or Regulatory Bodies have changed and course requirements must change accordingly, or where changes are deemed necessary on the 

basis of student feedback and/or the advice of external advisors, to enhance academic provision.

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Section 5 – Educational aims of the course 

 

The aims of this course are to: 
• To enable students to develop a critical, selective and confident approach to the integration of knowledge domains and practical skills to finance, manage and execute 

processes and projects successfully, fully cognisant of the specific requirements of each project, the potential for blockages to implementation and preventive strategies to 
overcome them; 

• To immerse students  into  contemporary  technologies  and  practices  of  managing  in  project-based  companies  and  institutions  in  a  global  environment  characterised  
by convergence in the science base, rapid change in complex products, processes and supply chains and the onset of dangerous cli mate change; 

• To develop advanced skills in the tools and analytical techniques relevant to project management theory and application across several industries and project complexity 
and size; 

• To provide training in research techniques and methods in the field of study; 
• To foster an independent learning ability required for continuing professional development; and 
• To develop key communications, IT, management, collaborative and interdisciplinary skills relevant to job security, and, enhancement of career advancement and options 

across industries, NGOs and national boundaries. 
• To equip students with a range of sector-specific practical tools and skills that are applicable internationally. 
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Section 6 - Course learning outcomes 
 
In general terms, the courses provide opportunities for students to develop and demonstrate the following learning outcomes. (Categories – Knowledge and understanding (K), 
Skills and other attributes (S), and Transferable skills (*)) 

1. The knowledge and understanding of strategic management, planning, 
coordinating, implementing and controlling project outputs through 
performance, time, and cost measures for all types of projects and programmes 
within any organisation (K) (S); 

2. An in-depth knowledge on the sources and types of finance and investments 
necessary for the management of all types of projects and programmes within 
given organisation. (K). 

3. An advanced understanding of the importance of effective and continuous 
management of operations, quality control, risk management in supply chains 
and the rising importance of climate change and sustainability issues (K). 

4. An understanding of tools, techniques, models and frameworks for analytical, 
practical, strategic, and technological application within different types of 
projects and programmes (K) (*); 

5. Utilise the tools, concepts and theories of Strategic Management, Strategic 
Planning, Finance and Accountancy and Organisational Design in modern 
businesses within all commercial, private and public sector organisations (K); 

6. An understanding and knowledge of issues facing sustainability and sustainable 
development goals with concepts of CSR, CG and Ethics for different 
organisational environments. (K); 

 

7. The ability to critically analyse, interpret, utilise tools, findings and research while able 
to develop own approaches and practices within wider areas of global project and 
programmes environments, (S);  

8. The ability to conduct management, organisational, and research studies 
independently at an advanced level using traditional and electronic resources while 
presenting to both technical and non-technical audiences (S); 

9. The ability to further develop skills of reflection on reading and learning, and skills in 
information handling and retrieval, with independent presentation of logical and 
coherent written and oral arguments (S) (*);  

10. To enhance interpersonal skills and collaborative teamwork, involving recognising and 
respecting the viewpoints, and interacting constructively with other people (S); *  

11. The ability to organise and interpret complex data and information through structured 
and systematic way, and to comprehend and develop sophisticated concepts (S)* 

12. Enhanced time management and organisational skills including working to deadlines, 
prioritising tasks, organising work time (S). *

Section 7 - Teaching, learning and assessment 

Teaching and learning on your course is closely informed by the active research of staff, particularly in the areas of Electronic Engineering.  In general terms, the course provides an 
opportunity for you to develop and demonstrate the learning outcomes detailed herein. 
 
Teaching and learning is mostly by means of formal but interactive lectures, seminar discussions, oral presentations, lab work, in-class and project management related problem-solving 
exercises, guided independent research, coursework essays, and a dissertation on management in information security project management and related practice. The basic strategies are 
to nurture the interest and enthusiasm of the students for the field, to embed the student in frontier knowledge in the field, to develop the students’ critical and communication skills and 
to develop analytical, research, creativity and innovative problem-solving skills. Assessment of knowledge and understanding will be performed through summative coursework in the 
form of essays, examinations, and a dissertation. 
 
Contact hours come in various forms and may take the form of time spent with a member of staff in a lecture or seminar with other students. Contact hours may also be laboratory or, 

studio-based sessions, project supervision with a member of staff, or discussion through a virtual learning environment (VLE). These contact hours may be with a lecturer or teaching 

assistant, but they may also be with a technician, or specialist support staff.  

 

The way in which each module on your degree course is assessed will also vary, however, for the assessments listed as ‘summative’, you will receive a mark for it which will count towards 

your overall mark for the module, and potentially your degree classification, depending on your year of study. On successful completion of the module you will gain the credits listed.  

‘Coursework’ might typically include a written assignment, like an essay. Coursework might also include a report, dissertation or portfolio. ‘Practical assessments’ might include an oral 

assessment or presentation, or a demonstration of practical skills required for the particular module 

 

More detailed information on modules, including teaching and learning methods, and methods of assessment, can be found via the online Module Catalogue. The accuracy of the 
information contained in this document is reviewed regularly by the university, and may also be checked routinely by external agencies, such as the Quality Assurance Agency (QAA).
