	This course will enable the students to develop practical, technical and theoretical competence as members of a gamelan ensemble. It is assumed that students enrolling on the course will be near-beginners, but they are usually expected to have demonstrated prior commitment and adequate competence through participation in a non-Western ensemble (usually in the Music Department).



	Learning

Outcomes:


	By the end of this course students should have acquired:

- specialised performing competence in gamelan ensemble traditions
- the ability and confidence to perform in a gamelan ensemble in public

- practical and theoretical knowledge, and understanding, of the gamelan performance traditions in question
- improved ability to work as a member of a group - including enhanced aural, decision making, and improvisatory skills  

- confidence and competence to use transcription to aid musical understanding and enhance performance 

- knowledge and appreciation of the socio-cultural and historical context of gamelan performance traditions.

	Course

Content:
	The course will focus on the development of technical, practical and theoretical knowledge and skills relevant to gamelan performance traditions. In addition, students will be given guidance on ethnomusicological transcription and introduced to relevant aspects of cultural context. 

	Teaching and Learning Methods:
	- 20 hours of practical sessions and seminars throughout terms 1 and 2
- regular independent ensemble rehearsals (at least once a week during term)
- completion of a performance diary

together with private practice and study, in all resulting in the notional total of 150 hours of study for the course.
